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Supplemental Grants FY 2007 
The BHCC Grants Development office strives to secure grant funding from public and private sources, for new programs and program 
enhancements that promote the College’s mission and strategic goals.  Grant-funded projects provide the College with staff and other 
resources to design and enhance curricula, expand programs and services, develop faculty and staff capabilities and, ultimately, assist the 
College in realizing its mission.  In pursuing grants, the Grants Development office works closely with all academic, support service and 
administrative departments throughout the College, as well as with the BHCC Foundation. 

FY07 Grant Funding 

A total of 46 grants were administered by BHCC in FY07, for a total of $4,353,249 in supplemental funding.  Of these active grants, 13 
were multi-year grants which totaled $2,424,979 in FY07 and $10,248,719 over the full course of their award periods.  BHCC grants in 
FY07 were distributed among federal, state, city and private/foundation sources as follows:
